This FT/Harris Poll was conducted online by Harris Interactive among a total of 6,463 adults aged 16-64 within
France (1,151), Germany (1,033), Great Britain (1,126), Spain (1,076) and the United States (1,017), and adults
aged 18-64 in Italy (1,060) between 30th September and 7th October 2009.

Complete survey methodology

This FT/Harris Poll was conducted online by Harris Interactive among a total of 6,463 adults aged 16-64 within
France, Germany, Great Britain, Spain, and the United States and adults aged 18-64 in Italy between 30th August
and 7th October 2009.Figures for age, sex, education, region and Internet usage were weighted where necessary
to bring them into line with their actual proportions in the population. Propensity score weighting was used to
adjust for respondents’ propensity to be online.

Unweighted bases for the survey are: Total (6,463); France (1,151); Germany (1,033); Great Britain (1,126); Italy
(1,060); Spain (1,076); and the United States (1,017).

All sample surveys and polls, whether or not they use probability sampling, are subject to multiple sources of
error which are most often not possible to quantify or estimate, including sampling error, coverage error, error
associated with non-response, error associated with question wording and response options, and post-survey
weighting and adjustments. Therefore, Harris Interactive avoids the words "margin of error" as they are
misleading. All that can be calculated are different possible sampling errors with different probabilities for pure,
unweighted, random samples with 100% response rates. These are only theoretical because no published polls
come close to this ideal.

Respondents for this survey were selected from among those who have agreed to participate in Harris Interactive
surveys. The data have been weighted to reflect the composition of the adult populations within those countries
that were surveyed. Because the sample is based on those who agreed to participate in the Harris Interactive
panel, no estimates of theoretical sampling error can be calculated.

There is a consensus among Europeans on the harmful impact of climate change on the world. More than
90% of adults across the five largest countries in Europe and a little less in US see climate change as at
least some threat to the world. Almost half of Italians and French, around a third of Spaniards and Britons
and around 1 in 4 Americans and Germans view climate change as a large threat.

At least 3in 5 Europeans and just over half of Americans believe that signing a new treaty at the climate
change conference in Copenhagen should be atop or one of the top priorities. Indeed, more than a third of
adults in Italy and France, over a quarter of Germans and Spaniards and 1 in 5 Britons say it should be the
top priority; this is significantly less in the US (14%).

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The top 3 actions amongst Britons, French, Italians and Spaniards to reduce their environmental impact in
their day-to-day life are switching off the lights around the home (between 77% and 85%), recycling more
(between 73% and 81%) and replacing regular light bulbs with energy-efficient lighting (between 65% and
76%). In Germany, reusing things (63%), purchasing energy-efficient appliances (63%) and switching off
the lights around the home (61%) were ranked top. Finally, in the US adults switch off the lights around the
home (78%), recycle more and reuse things (each at 66%) in order to reduce their environmental impact.

Looking at employers and their actions to reduce their environmental impact, 2 thirds of employed French
and at least 7 in 10 in the other European countries and the US say that their employer take any such
action. Across the board, the top 3 actions are encouraging employees to switch off lights (between 36%
and 50%), turn equipment off (between 30% and 44%) and recycle more (between 28% and 49%).

Whilst the vast majority of European adults in the 5 biggest countries and the US say that they seek out
green products, opinions are divided as to whether they would still do so if they had to pay more for these.
In Britain, the US and Spain adults said they seek out green products only if they save them money at a
higher proportion than those who seek them even if they have to pay more (31% v 20%, 26% v 21% and
23% v 19% respectively). In the other countries, the opposite applies (with the difference ranging from 1%

to 7% within each country).

Majorities in the US, Spain, France, Germany and Britain and almost half of Italians believe that
governments, businesses, individuals and non-government organisations should have equal responsibility
for combating climate change. 1 in 3 ltalians, around a quarter of Spaniards and Britons and 1 in 5
Germans believe governments should take the most responsibility. In France, 1 in 5 adults believe it is
businesses, while in the US 13% say it is individuals who should take the most responsibility.

In Italy, Spain, France and Germany, just over half of adults agree that developed countries should be
prepared to aid the developing ones deal with the consequences of the climate change as they have not
been responsible for as much of an impact. In Britain and the US, 2 in 5 adults are neutral, with 3 in 10 and
1in 5respectively saying that they agree.

In Italy this proportion rises to 2 thirds, while in
France and Germany to 7 in 10.
